Head: Short wedge, with flat skull; forehead and nose straight, forming 

an angle. Prominent whisker pads. 
 
Ears: Large and pointed, wide at base and set vertically to the head. 

Skin of ears thin and transparent, with very little inside 
furnishing. 

 
Eyes: Vivid green, set rather wide apart, almond shaped. 
 
Body: Long and graceful in outline and carriage. Medium strong bone. 
 
Tail: Fairly long and tapering. 
 
Legs and Feet: Legs long; feet small and oval. 
 
Coat: Short, thick and very fine, standing up soft and silky like seal-

skin. Very different from any other breed. The coat is double, 
and the texture and appearance of the coat is the truest criterion 
of the Russian breed.

RUSW White Pure white, even throughout, and in maturity free from 
tabby markings or shadings.
