SOME IMPORTANT POINTS, RULES AND ADVICE: 
#  WHAT TO BRING:  This schedule., your receipt.   Your cat(s) in a carry box or cage, and for 

kittens, their current vaccination certificate.   [The latest vaccination needs to 
be at least two weeks before Show Day – ie before 4th April]  Some bedding 
and optional cage decoration for the Show Cage [which is provided by the 
Club.]   If you wish, you may bring a litter box - e.g. a plastic tray  - (the Club 
provides litter for this).   A dish of water is also allowed, but please no food 
until after judging.   A plain white towel may be placed on the cage top for 
judging purposes if desired 

 # VET CHECK/HEALTH:  One of the duty vets will check your exhibit in its show cage.   If for some 
reason, your cat ‘fails’ this check, a Rejection Certificate will be completed and 
the cat must be removed from the Show Hall.   Any exhibit which has been 
exposed to, or has suffered from an infectious or contagious illness within a 
period of 21 days prior to the show shall not be benched.   Aerosol sprays and 
powders are not to be used within the Show hall. Please ensure your cat’s 
vaccinations are up to date. 
Exhibitors are reminded that they must remain in the confines of the hall until 
all cats have been cleared by the vet.  

# DOMESTIC EXHIBITS and COMPANION EXHIBITS:     Please, NO “entire” tomcats or lady cats - all 
animals over nine months old MUST be de-sexed.   It is preferable to have 
your show kitten desexed also. 
The Domestic Division is open only to purely Domestic cats & kittens - so if 
your pet has any pedigree ancestry, it is not eligible for this division. 
Companion Division is for exhibits with full pedigree or part pedigree 
ancestry which are not suitable or eligible for the Pedigree Division. 

# ENTRY DETAILS: If, in the interests of privacy, you do not wish your address to be published in 
the Exhibitor’s List in the Catalogue, please indicate this on your entry form.

The Club reserves the right to refuse entries without explanation, and to 
remove persons behaving in an unseemly manner on Show Day. 



 
DEFINITIONS: 
 
CAT A domesticated feline of any gender, nine calendar months old or more [i.e. born ON 

or BEFORE 17th  July 2009]. [A month is a CALENDAR month.] 
KITTEN  A cat less than nine months but four months or more on the day of the Show 
   4 - 6 MONTHS A kitten born between and including 18th October and 17th December  2009. 
   6 - 9 MONTHS A kitten born between and including 18th July and 17th October  2009. 
 
SCHEDULE OF REGISTERED PEDIGREE CLASSES 
OPEN CLASS:   All exhibits may compete in the respective Open [Challenge] Class.  
BREED CLASSES:   In Classes 1 - 76 exhibits compete only against those of the same colour or breed.

TYPE CLASSES:  In Classes 111 - 171 Longhair exhibits compete against all other Longhairs, irrespective of 
colour or breed code.   Shorthair exhibits, similarly, compete against all other Shorthairs.   Judging takes 
into account only the TYPE of each exhibit.

*PLEASE REMEMBER : ***EXHIBITORS are responsible for entering their animals in the correct  
    classes. 
    ***Cats with titles such as CH, GRPR, etc should have the title(s) included 
    on the entry form. 
    ***Tabby or Lynx patterned cats MUST have the PATTERN [e.g Classic,  
    Spotted etc] stated on the entry form. 
 
DOMESTIC CAT/KITTEN: An animal not conforming to any recognised pedigree breed. Exhibits 

with known or obvious pedigree ancestry will be reclassified as Companion 
cats 

COMPANION CAT:  Full or Part pedigree exhibit not suitable or eligible for the pedigree division. 
LONGHAIRED  The animal has soft flowing fur at least 2.5cm long over the   
    body, a ruff of fur on the neck, and a bushy or feathery tail 
SHORTHAIRED  The animal has short fur either lying flat and sleek, or bushy but   
    less than 2.5cm long, and the tail hair is the same length 
CHILD’S PET   The exhibitor must be 12 years old or under 
RESCUE PET   Obtained from SPCA or Protection League or similar. 



 
COLOURS: Separate colour classes are provided for cats and kittens of different colours, 

including those described below.   If your pet does not seem to fit into any of 
these, enter it as “Any Other Colour” and describe it as best you can.   
Exhibits will be checked by a member of the Club before judging to make sure 
your pet is entered in the correct class. 

 
WHITE   White all over, with blue or orange-yellow eyes, or odd-coloured eyes  
BLACK   Black all over - no white hairs anywhere 
BLACK with a  
FEW WHITE HAIRS* Black, with white hairs or locket under chin & possibly “undies” 
BLACK & WHITE**  A black cat with up to two-thirds of the body patched with white 
BLACK HARLEQUIN*** A white cat with a few black patches - on head & body, with a black tail 
BLUE    Any grey-coloured cat - no tabby markings 
RED    Ginger coloured cat with no tabby markings - usually a longhaired cat 
CREAM   Fawn, biscuit or caramel-coloured - usually longhaired also 
TORTOISESHELL  Black and ginger or red patches or intermingled colours 
BLUE TORTIE  Smokey-grey and fawn or cream patches or intermingled colours 
SMOKE   The main colour does not extend down to the roots of the hair - so there is a 
    white or pale undercoat.   State colour also - e.g.black smoke, blue smoke etc.  
BROWN TABBY  Black tabby markings - patches, stripes and/or spots, with mousy brown fur 
    background 
GREY TABBY  Black markings with slate grey fur background 
BLUE TABBY   Dark grey markings with a pale grey/cream background 
RED TABBY   Marmalade or ginger dark markings as above, with paler background 
CREAM TABBY  Dark fawn or caramel markings with very pale cream background 
TORTIE TABBY  Brown tabby and ginger or red tabby patches or mingled coat as above 
BLUE TORTIE TABBY Blue tabby and fawn as above 
SILVER TABBY  The tabby pattern does not extend to the hair roots, and the area between the 
    black markings is a silvery-white shade;  the undercoat is very much paler 
OTHER SILVER TABBIES As above, the undercoat is very pale.    The tabby markings will fit those  
    described above - e.g. blue silver tabby, red silver tabby etc. 
* As with Black with a few white hairs, ALL of the above colours can be “...with 

a few white hairs”..e.g. Blue with a few white hairs, etc. 
** As with Black and White, ALL the above colours can be “  & White”  e.g. Blue 

Tabby & White, Tortoiseshell & White etc 
***    As with Black Harlequin, ALL of the above colours can be “...Harlequin” - a 
    mostly white cat with patches of any colour 
TAILLESS   A manx type cat or kitten, with no tail or stumpy tail; can be of any colour.
