— plain white or coloured drapes may be used.

PLEASE REFRAIN FROM SPEAKING TO THE JUDGES AND THEIR HELPERS UNTIL AFTER
JUDGING HAS BEEN COMPLETED.

Remember the principle of good sportsmanship — anyone, including children, behaving in an unseemly
manner will be asked to vacate the venue.

ALL CELLPHONES MUST BE SWITCHED OFF DURING JUDGING.

You Bring To The Show:

. Your exhibit in a secure ventilated box or carry cage.

4 A plain white or coloured towel as a bed.

. A shoe box or plastic toilet tray.

. If your exhibit is a kitten you must bring its VACCINATION CERTIFICATE.
The Club Will Provide:

The show cage for your exhibit.
Litter for the exhibits tray.

Give your cat or kitten only a small breakfast on show day
Brush and comb your cat/kitten thoroughly prior to the show — it will look and feel good.
If ever in doubt about what to do, feel free to ask the show committee.

Exhibits must be FREE OF EXTERNAL PARASITES and WELL GROOMED.
You do not need to be a member of a cat club to enter a cat show.

One Breeders Award of Merit will be offered in each entire ca
and entire kitten division, and a combined certificate to the N/S Cat-N/S Kitten divisions.

IMPORTANT - All exhibits can be shown on either white or coloured bedding and white or coloured
drapes will be allowed. It is a good idea to put a white towel on top of your cage for the Handler to use
when your cat is put on the Judging table, as this saves disturbing the bedding you have set up for your
exhibit.

HELPERS - There is a space on your entry form that you can tick to let the show secretary know if you
can help and in what capacity. Help is always needed and we do appreciate it.

ENTRY FORMS — Remember, what ever is on your registration certificate, is what you need to put ontc
the entry form. Any problems — just ask.

PRIZES — Ribbons and rosettes appropriate to the winners and Outright wins.
